All entered for competition shall be under the control of the Committee and subject to the constitution and rules of the Associations and 
the local rules of the competition.  Should any dispute or question arise, it shall be referred to the Show Committee, whose decision shall 
be final. I, THE UNDERSIGNED, agree that I choose to participate voluntarily in the competition with my horse, as a rider, driver, han-
dler, lessee, owner, agent, coach, trainer, or as parent or guardian of a junior exhibitor, and am fully aware and acknowledge that horse 
sports and the competition involve inherent dangerous risks of accident, loss and serious bodily injury including broken bones, head 
injuries, trauma, pain suffering or death.  I agree to indemnify (that is, to pay any losses, damages or costs incurred by) the competition, 
the management, the Bethany Lions Club, the Sleeping Giant Pony Club, the affiliated Associations, the Town of Bethany, and to hold 
them harmless with respect to claims for harm to me or my horse and from any harm caused by me or my horse to others, at the compe-
tition.  If I am a parent, guardian or trainer of a junior exhibitor, I consent to the child’s participation and agree to all the above provisions 
and agree to assume all of the obligations of this release on the child’s behalf. Every exhibitor or his/her agent and trainer must sign an 
entry form.  In the event of his failure to do so, his first entrance into the grounds shall be construed as acceptance of the rules of the 
show, the affiliate organizations and the Town of Bethany.

Horse Show Rules and Regulations  
 

  1. Every class offered herein which is a CHSA, NEHC or 
CHJA Point Class will be conducted and judged in accordance with the 
current Rule Books. Points shall accrue immediately upon receipt of appli-
cation and dues by the Show Steward or by postmarked date of application 
and dues sent to the Membership Chairperson. Membership forms, rule 
books and class specs are available at Secretary’s Stand and at 
www.chja.net and chsaonline.com. 

   2. Open to all riders.  It is not necessary to be a CHSA, NEHC or CHJA mem-
ber to compete. However to compete for Awards it is necessary that exhibi-
tor, horse or pony be registered with the proper organization. Membership 
is required to enter Medal classes. 

  3. Class fees: $20.00; $25.00, Stakes; $30, Medal Classes. 
  4. All ages as of 12/1/2008. Juniors 17 and under. 
  5. The First Company Governor's Horse Guards, the State of Connecticut, the 

horse show committee and all show officials shall not be responsible for 
any accident or illness that may occur to any animal, person or property, 
and each exhibitor or employee of such exhibitors shall hold them harmless 
and indemnify them against legal proceedings or liabilities from such acci-
dent or illness, or loss of property. 

   6. All Judge's decisions are final. No one may speak to a Judge or see the 
 Judge's Card unless first obtaining permission from the Show Steward. 

   7. Championship Class competitor must show in qualifying class. 
   8. If a horse or rider is entered and does not show, fees are forfeited unless a 

Veterinary certificate is presented or a bona-fide casualty occurs prior to 
the closing of the class. 

   9. Management reserves the right to cancel, split or combine any class it 
deems necessary, to establish a starting order and enforce a two minute 
time limit. 

 10. Management reserves the right not to delay classes due to schedule con-
flicts with exhibitors or trainers.  No refunds.  

 11. Management reserves the right to prohibit any person or horse from attend-
ing or showing in the ring, further to remove same from the show for just 
cause, including, but not limited to offensive abuse, physical or verbal, with-
out being liable for compensation. 

 12. Proper attire is required.  No martingales or tie-downs in any flat class. 
 13. No horses allowed in spectator/food areas. 
 14. Camping allowed the night before show. Toilets/water available - no fires.  
 15. Negative Coggins test and rabies vaccinations required for all entries. 
 16. All prize checks will be picked up at the Secretary's Booth.
